It all adds up. Pill by pill. Hamburger by hamburger. Scoop 
by scoop. We•re talking contaminants, like hormone-laden 
pills, grease, and phosphorous-containing laundry deter-
gents • ingredients that often get flushed down the to ilet 
or poured into drains. 

Many of us who have chosen to call Utah home •think 
green.• We•re at least cognizant of doing what we can to-
day to save the planet for tomorrow. However, learning 
how our local waste water is treated so that it can be safely 
returned to creeks and lakes can be a 
real eye-opener. 

Michael Luers, general manager of the 
Snyderville Basin Water Reclamation Dis-
trict (SBWRD) is overseeing an estimated 
$90 million expansion and upgrade of the 
two water reclamation facilities that treat 
wastewater from homes and businesses in Park City and 
the Synderville Basin.  

According to Luers, the two facilities are nearing their ca-
pacity because of the community•s ongoing development 
and growth. Part of the plan is to upgrade the facilities to 
offer even better protection for our environment.  

•Hormones in waste water are a big issue right now,• says 
Luers. That•s because natural hormones (those secreted 
by our bodies) as well as synthetic hormones • like birth 
control pills or other prescription hormone drugs that are 

flushed down the toilet • can•t be removed by most t reat-
ment plants. •They end up in the stream and in some 
places around the world ! real low level compounds a re 
having an effect on the downstream fish, and these hor-
mones are basically changing male fish into females.•  

Whoa ! that•s quite an effect" Luers says SBWRD is 
studying the fish below its treatment plant, and if there is 
such an effect, the new plant will remove those com-
pounds. 

Luers hopes residents will be more careful 
about how they treat waste water so 
SBWRD•s equipment won•t have to work so 
hard to keep the environment as clean as 
possible. Some suggestions:   

 ! Don•t put fats and grease down the drain. 

 ! Don•t flush anything other than toilet paper and what 
your body eliminates. 

 ! Watch out for phosphorous (often found in cleaning 
products and fertilizers) • it increases growth of 
aquatic plants that upsets the balance of oxygen and 
harms the ecosystem.  

 ! Sign up for a tour of the SBWRD facility; you•ll have a 
whole new appreciation for what it takes to keep Park 
City and Summit County•s water clean. Call 214-5231.

Dear Recycle Utah: 

Did you know natural gas is comprised of methane (CH4)? 
Methane is the perfect bio-fuel because it is produced by 
methanogenic bacteria in abundance.  

Collecting methane and burning it as a motor fuel is actu-
ally doing more good for the environment than allowing it to 
escape into the atmosphere.  

Compressed natural gas (CNG) can be used as a fuel in 
any engine. A Natural Gas Vehicle (NGV) can be a dedi-
cated fuel vehicle only capable of using CNG, a bi-fuel ve-
hicle, capable of using CNG and gasoline, or a multi-fuel 
vehicle, capable of using many different fuels.  

With a CNG fuel system added to a vehicle, a truck or SUV 
becomes an economy car. A truck that gets 18 mpg on 
gasoline can get 21 mpg on CNG, resulting in a fuel cost 
per mile of $0.03 cents.

Noxious weeds compete aggressively 
with native plants for water and soil 
nutrients.  

Noxious weeds crowd out natural for-
age for deer and elk. Some are poison-
ous to wildlife, cattle and horses. 

For example, Russian Knapweed 
causes Chewing Disease and is fatal 
to horses. 

Houndstongue carries a toxin that 
makes an animal•s liver cells stop re-
producing. 

Noxious weeds are mighty reproduc-
ers. Leafy spurge throws seeds 15 feet 
into the air and those seeds remain 
viable for eight years.  

Every Purple Loosestrife plant pro-
duces 2-3 million seeds which can 
grow into 5-7 foot tall plants! 

Noxious weeds should be pulled and 
treated with an herbicide. If you are 
hiking on public land, carry a small pair 
of pruning shears and lop flowers or 
seed pods off to stop seed production. 

Summit County Weed Control has 
posted pictures of all noxious weeds at 
www.summitcounty.org/weeds. The 

Weed Control officer can give you ad-
vice on how to remove weeds on your 
property and how to encourage your 
neighbors to do the right thing too •  
It•s the law.

Recycle Utah•s Water Festival & Classroom Outreach 

Bake a Cake in a Solar Oven 
With the kids out of school, are you looking for a fun activity? Why 
not create a solar oven? All you need are materials from Recycle 
Utah•s ReStore and a few other items. Materials Needed:  

 ! Simple plan: Cardboard box ! Recycle Utah•s ReStore has  
moving boxes or you can rescue a box from the cardboard 
compactor. More ambitious plan: The ReStore has scrap wood 
to build a box. 

 ! Window, old piece of glass, or plastic wrap. 

 ! Aluminum foil or old sheet of metal for reflection. 

 ! Rocks or bricks to put under your pans so hot air can circulate. 

 ! Extra cardboard for a reflector. The one in the picture is sup-
ported by a dowel and bungie cord. 

 ! Oven thermometer for experiments 

 ! Copy the solar oven in the picture by building a box out of 
cardboard or wood roughly 21"-30" by 21" ! 30"  and  10"-12" 
deep. Line it with tin foil. Make a lid with glass and a reflector 
with another piece of cardboard. 

Science Experiments: Bake simultaneously in a dark pan (cast 
iron) or a light pan (aluminum). Which bakes faster? Why? 

Document temperature readings -- How fast does the solar oven 
heat up? How high will the temperature go? Compare that with a 
conventional oven. Send pictures of your oven to 
lola@recycleutah.org and we•ll publish your culinary feats. 

Banana muffins, zucchini bread and carrot 
cake are all healthy choices, but warn kids that 
baking in a solar oven may take all day!
