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TURN IN YOUR USED CAR SEATS TO RECYCLE UTAH

PARK CITY – Has your child out grown their booster or car seat?  If so now is the perfect time to free up the space it is taking in the garage, basement or shed.  Summit County Safe Kids along with Recycle Utah is collecting old, car seats and booster seats, in an effort to make sure that children ride safe in every vehicle on every ride.  “Car seats have an expiration date, the sun, extreme cold, the activity in the car all take a toll on car seats over time. Many times parents are not aware of the dangers of car seats that have been purchased second hand or given to them by a friend,” said Malaena Toohey of the Summit Safe Kids Coalition.  Used car seats may be missing labels which can be vital in determining whether a car seat had a recall or if all of the parts have come with that particular model.  It can be difficult to determine the expiration if labels are missing and the date has not been imprinted on the car seat.    When used correctly, child safety seats and safety belts are extremely effective and can reduce the risk of death by up to 71%. “It’s the responsibility of every parent and caregiver to make sure their children are safely restrained,” said Toohey.    Used car seats and booster seats may be dropped off at any of the three Summit County Health Department locations by Thursday, April 22 or at Recycle Utah at 1951 Woodbine Way in Park City. Recycle Utah and the Park City Fire District will be dismantling child car seats on Saturday April 24th from 10 am until noon at the center. Recycle Utah is the only recycling center that collects child car seats year round. Since the inception of the program two years ago, more than 300 car seats have been collected and properly recycled. Volunteers are also welcome to participate. Call 435-649-9698 to sign up to help.  Recycle Utah is a community non-profit drop off recycling center collecting over 40 different items and providing educational programs for the Summit County schools. 
Summit County Health Department is the lead agency in the Summit Safe Kids Coalition and works to prevent unintentional childhood injuries, which is the leading cause of death and disability to children ages 1 to 14. 
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
