MATERIALS ACCEPTED at the Woodbine Way Center

Outside Bins

* Aluminum cans

* Corrugated cardboard, paperboard,

waxed cartons with plastic removed
* Glass: clear, green, brown, blue

* Mixed metal, steel/tin cans, foil-lined bags
such as coffee bags

* Mixed paper — newspaper, magazines,
catalogues, phone books, books, paper bags
and “any paper that comes in the mail”
